SOCWA staff is continuing to work with each community to perform lead and copper testing 

this summer.  Most communities have completed their sampling.  As a reminder, lead and copper 

samples need to be taken before September 30, 2017 and the results reported to the residents of 

the sampling locations within 30 days of the sampling date.  The results also need to be reported 

to the MDEQ.      

 

There has been no change in status regarding the many changes in lead and copper testing that 

have been proposed by the State.  SOCWA staff will continue to monitor the status of these 

proposed changes.

Subject:  GLWA Issues  

 

Board Members: 

 

This report is intended to update the Board on the GLWA issues that have been discussed at 

recent Board meetings.   

 

GLWA Financial Performance 

GLWA published their audit for the period from January 1, 2016 through June 30, 2016.  The 

audit showed a decrease in net position of $4.1 million and an increase in cash of $7.0 million.  

This audit was completed just prior to the due date of July 31, 2017, which had been extended 

twice.   

 

GLWA and the City of Detroit are still working through a number of accounting issues in order 

to establish a beginning balance sheet for the start of GLWA operations as of January 1, 2016.  

Most of these issues were identified by Mr. Daddow during his presentation at the July Board 

meeting.   

 

GLWA has begun working on the audit for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2017.  The completion 

of this audit, along with the resolution of the many accounting issues identified by Mr. Daddow 

should finally result in a clear picture of the financial position of GLWA.   

 

Proposed Demand Factor Adjustments 

GLWA is developing a proposal by which the Max Day and Peak Hour demand factors, which 

are the primary factors used to determine our GLWA rates, would be adjusted to reflect flow 

experienced during the last 3 years.  This would help to minimize year to year rate fluctuations 

by minimizing the impact of contract renegotiations on the customers that are not renegotiating 

their contract in that particular year.  GLWA is currently reviewing several possible options for 

making these factor adjustments.  The alternatives are being discussed at a customer meeting on 

September 12. If GLWA decides to proceed with this proposal, we will be asking the Board to 

approve a contract amendment to our GLWA contract at the November Board meeting.  

  

Flint 

In late April, GLWA, Flint, Genesee County and the State announced that they had reached a 

“Statement of Principles” regarding the long term water supply to the City of Flint.  The parties 

are working on turning the “Statement of Principles” into a series of agreements.  All of the 

agreements have been completed except for the contract between GLWA and Flint, which has 

not been approved by the Flint City Council.  GLWA continues to supply water to Flint under an 

emergency contract which is in place until September 30, 2017.  Flint has prepaid their projected 

water bills through September 30.  Under the emergency contract, Flint is paying significantly 

higher rates than it would have paid under the long term contact with GLWA.  The MDEQ has 



sued Flint to force them to approve the GLWA contract.  As of the end of August, it is unclear 

what action Flint will be taking.   

 

Customer Outreach 

SOCWA staff is continuing to work with GLWA staff to implement the transition of the 

Customer Outreach program from Project Innovations personnel to a new third party facilitator 

over the next 18 months.  This transition was required by the retirement plans of the key Project 

Innovations personnel.  I have been involved as one of two customer representatives on a panel 

that has prepared a request for proposals for third party facilitation services.  This panel will also 

be evaluating the responses to this RFP. The existing Project Innovations contract has been 

extended through May of 2018 in order to allow a new facilitator to be selected and for a 

transition to take place.  This project is extremely important to the relationship between GLWA 

and its customers.  

 

Highland Park 

No progress has been made regarding Highland Park.  Highland Park has increased the amount 

of money that they are paying to GLWA but their payments are not enough to prevent the total 

balance from continuing to increase.  At the end of the 2016/17 fiscal year, Highland Park owed 

$4.8 million in water charges and $31.1 million in sewer charges.  During July, Highland Park 

paid $1.2 million, which was about half of the entire amount they paid during 2016/17.  The 

court cases with Highland Park are still pending.     

 

GLWA System Expansion 

GLWA is continuing discussions with both Lyon Twp. and Salem Twp. regarding water supply 

from GLWA.  Neither project appears to be imminent.
